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The gravity survey and stream sediment sampling were undertaken following the
announcement of a resource upgrade at the Mt Gee uranium project in September 2008,
when the Company stated it believed there was potential for further mineralisation within
EL 3258 Mt Gee.

Marathon is pleased to announce that these additional results confirm there is potential
for further mineralisation within EL3258, including new areas of mineralisation.

Further drilling programmes will be required at a later date to validate the results of the
recent gravity and stream sediment surveys.

Helicopter Magnetic and Radiometric Survey
